organizes every year in order to commemorate Day of Fight for Freedom or Democracy - or simply 17th November.

Members of expert jury, Mrs Jana Hojstricova and Mrs Bohunka
Koklesova from Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava didn’t have it easy to decide who the winners will be.

Also, lets
think of what the future of the galleries in the time of internet is?”
